I guess that many of us will be pleased to see the back of 2020  – an ‘annas horribilis’ as the Queen 

once said. The signs are that 2021 will bring better days, but it is going to require patience from all of 

us.

Quite frankly there have been moments in 2020 when I have just wanted to crawl 

under the bed with my cats and stay there for a good long while! I suspect that many of our leaders 

are no different and will be struggling with the attritional effects of a very difficult 2020. We have 

seen some great leadership across the world and some ‘could do better’. The pandemic has exposed 

our weaknesses and our strengths – I will let you be the judge of the things you have seen and heard 

– and suggest that we all reflect on them ……  

I don’t know if I am the only one as well who has sensed that over the last few years we have 

forgotten what power there is in human connection and that very few, if none of us exist as islands. 

Christian belief is that we were created for community, but so often we are busy running our lives 

and those of our immediate family that we don’t recognise that we are connected to each other and 

what we do, impacts on others. I am not sure that Twitter is the place to look really but I read a tweet 

from someone who was asked if they would have the COVID vaccine – the response was that they 

would leave that to other people – they didn’t need a vaccine because they weren’t vulnerable. That 

sort of makes my point. I recognise that some are fearful of vaccines and needles – but some just 

don’t get the connection between ourselves and other people.  

Hope – I have talked about that word before in the last year. Where does our hope lie? You would 

expect me to say that I believe it lies in God –  we give thanks for the amazing people that have done 

amazing things in the last year to get us from the grip of a pandemic and into a place where we can 

see an end; but for me God brings a bigger dimension to life and a broader perspective. At Christmas 

we celebrate ‘Christ the Saviour is Born’ – but that is not a message just for Christmas – its for 2021 

and 22 and 23…..  

Every blessing and may you know that love has come to us.

FISKERTON PARISH COUNCIL NEWS ς JANUARY 2021 

VILLAGE HALL ROOF REPAIRS 

The Parish Council held an extraordinary meeting on 30th November 2020 to consider matters pertaining to 

the repair of the village hall roof; including the funding of this project.  The Parish Council, as custodian trustee 

to the village hall, wants to assist; and it had already previously resolved at its 10 August meeting that it would 

lead on this project and its funding.  

At the November meeting: 

- a working group of councillors has been set up to consider all quotes received with a view to choosing 

one to proceed with. 

- the possibility of obtaining grant funding was also considered as grants now start to become available 

again for projects other than those which are Covid related.  Subject to a grant being awarded; it was 

further resolved that the Parish Council be limited to spending a maximum of £6000.   

- it was resolved that both the Village Hall Management Committee and the Parish Council should 

contribute towards the roof repair expenditure; with grants making up the remainder of the monies 

required.
